Hours of Duty

Public hours of operation are 7:00AM to 6:00PM, Monday through Friday. 9:00AM to 1:00PM Saturday, 1:00PM to 5:00PM Sunday.  Weekend and holiday events may result in maintenance projects that require immediate attention beyond public operational hours.
